At the Convention the National Alzheimer’s As-
sociation gave a report regarding research being 
conducted on ten new compounds. These drugs are 
disease-modifying and are aimed at changing the 
course of the disease instead of treating its symp-
toms. NARFE’s contributions are instrumental in ac-
celerating research for new therapies for Alzheimer’s 
disease. NARFE has raised approximately $6.5 mil-
lion for Alzheimer’s disease research and hopes to 
reach $7 million by 2008.

FEDERAL LEGISLATION

Information about the new Federal Employees 
Dental and Vision Insurance Program is coming to us 
in bits and pieces.

Ten insurance carriers have been awarded con-
tracts by the Offi ce of Personnel Management (OPM)

to offer this supplemental coverage, which was man-
dated by Congress in 2004.

As of mid-October, tables listing the costs of the 
insurance had been released by OPM, but details 
about the specific benefits those premiums will buy 
were not yet available. OPM plans to have detailed 
information about benefits posted on its web site be-
fore the annual health insurance open season, which 
starts Nov. 13 and ends Dec. 11.

Dental plans will provide coverage of preventive 
services (100 percent), intermediate services such as 
fillings or extractions (55 percent to 80 percent), and 
major services such as crowns and bridges (35 per-
cent to 50 percent). 

Vision plans will pay for all or part of the cost of 
annual eye examinations, lenses and frames, but the 
frame allowance is capped at $130.

Monthly premiums for dental coverage in our area 
will range from a low of $20.89 a month for an indi-
vidual up to highs of $73.95 a month for self-plus-one 
or $110.93 a month for self and family, depending on 
the carrier and type of coverage selected.

The dental plans also include a maximum annual 
per person benefit of $1200 a year for most plans. It 
would be wise to compare the annual premium cost 
to the maximum benefit available when considering 
these plans.

Monthly premiums for vision coverage will range 
from $5.70 a month for an individual to $23.42 for self-
plus-one or $35.12 for self and family, again depend-
ing on the carrier and type of coverage selected.

Insurees will pay the full cost of the coverage with 
no contribution from the government as there is in  
the traditional Federal Employees Health Benefits 
Program.

Employees and retirees who want dental or vision 
coverage, or both, will be able to sign up on the In-
ternet, by phone, or by mail during the open season. 
More details on that process are still to come.
