STATE LEGISLATION

The Federation’s State Legislative committee has
proposed three legislative initiatives for the 2007
General Assembly session. They are:

1. An annual $500 state income tax credit for long-
term care premiums paid by Maryland residents
aged 60 or older.

2. A cap on the state property taxes for seniors
who are at least age 70 and have been Mary-
land residents for a minimum of 10 years. A tax
credit is included for those citizens whose annual
income is $80,000 or less and whose assets do
not exceed $150,000 excluding the value of their
residences.

3. A $1,400 increase on the special income tax
exemption for all Marylanders who are 65 or
older (including taxpayers and spouses). This
increase would equalize the current $1000 over-
65 exemption and the special $2400 exemption
now accorded to any taxpayer who claims a
65-year-old as a non-spousal dependent. Non-
spousal dependents might be a brother, sister,
uncle, or other relative.

Members of the Federation Committee and chap-
ter presidents are communicating with members of
the legislature by letters and personal visits, seeking
sponsors’ support for all three initiatives before the
start of the session in early January 2007.
