The 2007 session of the Maryland General Assembly 
has ended. There is no good news to report as our top 
three priorities received no favorable action. The main 
focus in this session was on education; an additional 
$680 million allocated under the Thornton plan and an-
other $400 million added for school construction. Tuition 
rates were frozen at state colleges for the next year.

The State Legislative Committee (SLC) of the Mary-
land Federation hopes that the Federation President 
will quickly designate a new SLC chairperson. For 
most of this session, the committee has been guided 
by an acting chairperson.

workers and retirees. And if you want to dip your own oar 
into the federal legislative waters (as you should), the site 
makes it easy as well to get a message to your Senators 
and/or House member. Here’s a rundown on how you 
can use the site to start lobbying on Capitol Hill:

On your own computer or a public-access comput-
er at the library or other facility, go to www.narfe.org 
to open up the national organization’s web site. Sign 
in as a member by entering your last name and mem-
bership number in the boxes indicated. Once you are 
signed in, put the pointer on the “Special Section” box 
at the top of the page, which brings up a menu that 
includes the “Legislative Action Center.”  

Click on the Action Center to bring up the latest in-
formation on NARFE legislation along with a box la-
beled “Take Action.” Click on that to bring up a page 
with a sample message you can send and step by step 
directions on how to do it. In addition to “Take Action,” 
there’s also a box where you can enter your zip code 
to “Find Your Officials.” That will bring up a lineup of 
the President, our Maryland Senators and the House 
member that matches your zip code.

Clicking on “Info” below the photo of a Senator or 
House member will bring up contact and other infor-
mation, including “Cosponsorship Status” on NARFE’s 
bills. Click on that and you will get a rundown on where 
the member stands on our legislation and an easy pro-
cedure for sending a message via letter or e-mail. 

If you haven’t used the NARFE web site before, the 
steps above should at least get you started. In addi-
tion to reporting on the status of pending legislation, 
the NARFE site offers a wealth of information on other 
topics important to current or retired feds. Try it. You 
may like it.
